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The Candle of Peace December 6, 2009

The second candle reminds us that Jesus comes to bring peace to
both the world and to people’s hearts. Light the candle and read
Isaiah 9:6-7: “For unto us a child is born, unto us a Son is given. And
the government shall be upon his shoulder, and his name shall be
called Wonderful Counselor, the Mighty God, the Everlasting Father,
the Prince of Peace.”

Jesus was called the Prince of Peace. He was constantly rescuing
people from fear and uncertainty assuring them that God was their
loving Father, and that they could rest secure in him. The Bible tells
us about a time that the disciples were in a boat at sea with Jesus
asleep in the back of the boat. A huge storm tossed the boat about
and the disciples were afraid. They cried, “Lord, don’t you care if we
perish!” But Jesus told the storm to stop raging and he said, “Peace,
be still.”

Our world is not always a peaceful world. People hurt other
people. There are times of storminess and uncertainty in our lives.
Sometimes we get worried. Sometimes we get upset. Sometimes bad
things happen to us. But God promises peace. We can turn to Jesus
and He will fill us with peace.

Pray: Dear Jesus, thank you for coming to earth to bring us peace.
We are so glad that we can turn to you when we are upset or
unhappy, and you will help us. As we celebrate your birth, fill us
with peace and the knowledge that you are always with us.
